Admission to the program is determined by a minimum High school or current undergraduate GPA of 3.0 on a 4.0 scale with no additional criteria. Students who have completed college level courses should have a
minimum GPA of 2.7 in Nutrition, Biology, Chemistry, and Mathematics courses required in the program. With the exception of a minimum GPA, the program is open enrollment and program capacity will only be
limited by personnel availability and laboratory space. Deadline to apply to the program will be April 30th of each year. It is highly recommended for students to get advice from the Program Faculty and Academic
Advising.
