Engagement in multicultural campus activities

Significant international research involvement

International grants or a Fulbright designation

The ISPFA will comprise of an honorary plaque along with a $1,250 prize to be used towards future
globalization efforts of the recipient’s choice. The deadline for nominations, including self-
nominations, and complete applications is April 30" of each year. They will be reviewed by members
of the International Study Programs Advisory Council (ISPAC).

The main evaluation criteria for selection includes excellence, diversity, nature, and scope of teaching,
research, and/or service that contributes to globalizing UTRGV’s campuses. ISPAC members cannot
apply or be nominated. They will also be excused from the selection committee if nominating
somebody else.

The ISPFA will be presented at the end of each academic year. Terms and conditions of eligibility for
the ISPFA require nominees to be full-time tenured or tenure-track faculty or lecturer who have been
in residence at UTRGV for at least two academic years prior to the year of nomination. In addition,
nominees must not have received the award within the past three years.
