Learning
agreement
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The Learning Agreement guarantees the recognition of academic achievements obtained
during the mobility period by UPB upon the student's return.

To draft the Learning Agreement, the student should consult the course catalog. Admission
to the courses selected in the Learning Agreement before mobility is not guaranteed. Final
registration in the courses will only be possible after completing the enrollment process at the
host university. The Learning Agreement can be adjusted once the student has completed
their enrollment and selected courses at UPB.

For academic guidance and to obtain the signature on the Learning Agreement, the student
may contact the international coordinator, whose name is provided in the acceptance email.
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
