Post-Degree Educational Attainment of Bachelor’s Degree Recipients

The University of Texas Rio Grande Valley (UTRGV) awarded 4,042 unduplicated baccalaureate degrees
in FY 2017. The Student Tracker Service from the National Student Clearinghouse indicated that at least
749 (19%) of the 4,042 graduates continued their education after earning their baccalaureate degree

from UTRGV. Of the 749 who continued their education, a majority (64%) continued at UTRGV. See
“Appendix A” for a complete list of institutions where these students enrolled to continue their

education.

Of the students who continued their education, 64% enrolled in a Graduate/First Professional program
and another 2% enrolled in a doctoral program. For a breakdown of types of degree programs in which

the institution’s baccalaureate graduates enrolled, see table below.
